Great Books, Great Authors, 
History in the context of 
world events, Math that in-
sists on the memorization of 
facts, Lutheran Doctrine and 
the study of Latin. This edu-
cation worked for Martin Lu-
ther, Frederick Douglas, and 
countless other saints before 
us! That we as an educational 
system has moved away from 
this, and have succumbed to 
the curriculum dictated by 
textbook companies, testing 
agencies and worksheets is 
distressing to us, our children 
and parents. Reading great 
literature is a privilege we all 
deserve. For many of our 
children, the only book they 
read in a day is the one we 
provide in class. A Basal 
reader with a story contrived 

story to fit the vocabulary 
and phonics lesson of the day 

is not the literature we will 
use in the fall. Instead, we will 
introduce an intensive phon-
ics program that will teach 
children to become strong, 
independent  readers. Then 
we will give them great books 
they will love to read and dis-
cuss!! We will also study 
Latin in all grades to because 
it is the root of English lan-
guage and the best spring-

board to learning any other 
Romance language, such as 
Spanish or French.  In math, 
we will use Saxon math 
which is a spiraled curriculum 
designed to continually re-
view and build upon essential 

elements of mathematics.  

Would you like to help us 
bring classical education to 
life at LMS? The changes we 
are implementing will take 
time, resources and training. 
Any help you can provide to 
purchase classroom sets of 
books, bring in curriculum 
leaders or share your knowl-
edge of a particular area of 
history or science is needed 
and appreciated. Together, 
we will prepare our kids for 
Godõs work in this life and 

for eternal glory in heaven! 

LMS continues to be blessed 
with growth! We are up to 75 
students and have approved an 
operating budget for the 08-09 
school year that will allow us to 
serve 105 PK-8th grade stu-
dents! With all this growth, we 
needed (and still need!) some 
help to prepare.
